1. Worth &

Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching in their
synagogues, preaching the good news of the kingdom and
healing every disease and sickness. When he saw the crowds,
he had compassion on them, because they were harassed and
helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. Then he said to his
disciples, "The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few.”
(Matthew 9:35-37)

2. Worth &

But the Pharisees and the teachers of the law muttered, "This
man welcomes sinners, and eats with them." Then Jesus told
them this parable: "Suppose one of you has a hundred sheep
and loses one of them. Does he not leave the ninety-nine in the
open country and go after the lost sheep until he finds it? And
when he finds it, he joyfully puts it on his shoulders and goes
home. Then he calls his friends and neighbors together and
says, ‘Rejoice with me; I have found my lost sheep.’ I tell you
that in the same way there will be more rejoicing in heaven
over one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine righteous
persons who do not need to repent. "Or suppose a woman has
ten silver coins and loses one. Does she not light a lamp, sweep
the house and search carefully until she finds it? And when she
finds it, she calls her friends and neighbors together and says,
‘Rejoice with me; I have found my lost coin.” In the same way,
1 tell you, there is rejoicing in the presence of the angels of
God over one sinner who repents.” Jesus continued: "There
was a man who had two sons... (Luke 15:2-11)

3. Worth &

He was despised and rejected by men, a man of sorrows, and

Sfamiliar with suffering. Like one from whom men hide their

faces he was despised, and we esteemed him not. Surely he
took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we

considered him stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted.

But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for

our iniquities, the punishment that brought us peace was upon
him, and by his wounds we are healed. (Isaiah 53:3-5)
